Look in the Mirror

When you find yourself in the wait, you often come to terms with the very thing that you have been avoiding to address. There are so many things that happen in our lives and around us that can easily impact our own self-image, on what we think we deserve from this life and how we should be getting treated.

You may not even realise it, but there are so many ways in which the enemy has manipulated your identity over time, and this is the first thing that needs to be made clear as you step into this season of waiting and contending for a breakthrough. Esther did not put down her crown when it was time for her to fight in the battle; she knew she was a queen of a nation, and she put on her royal robe as she assembled her army. Esther 4:14 says:


For if you remain completely silent at this time, relief and deliverance will arise for the Jews from another place, but you and your father’s house will perish. Yet, who knows whether you have come to the kingdom for such a time as this? (NKJV)



Now, I am not saying it is time for you to assemble an army as we have a God who is greater than any army. What I am drawing light to is your identity as this will be the starting point for how you win this battle. “It is no longer I who live, but Christ who lives in me” (Galatians 2:20); it is no longer you vs your circumstance; it is you enveloped with a mighty God, coming up against any opposition that will stand in the way of your breakthrough. Not only is this battle spiritual but physical and mental. The biggest challenge you will face in this time is overcoming your own mindset about what the outcome of this circumstance should be.

That’s the thing—we do not know what the outcome will be, but what we do know is that we have a Heavenly Father who loves us, who cares for us and wants us to be healed from the inside out. The first key for any breakthrough is knowing your identity in Christ.

God wants you to have an everlasting life. Not a life short lived and dependent on the outcome of an earthly circumstance but a life that is eternal and coated in the riches of heaven. In John 14:2-3, Jesus said:


In my Father’s house are many mansions; if it were not so, I would have told you. I go to prepare a place for you. And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again and receive you to Myself; that where I am, there you may be also. (NKJV)



Jesus died and rose again so that we could experience the glorious riches of heaven.

Whatever is weighing you down today, just know that God has something far greater for you, and He is preparing it as we speak.

Many will say: How can there be a God if He has allowed me to be heartbroken? How can there be a God if He has left me with all these unanswered questions, but when you take a moment to be still, you realise that the character of God far outweighs the troubles we face. The glory God has for you and I is much greater than anything we could ever comprehend. Whilst facing much affliction, Apostle Paul even stated in Ephesians 1:18:


I pray that the eyes of your heart may be enlightened in order that you may know the hope to which He has called you, the riches of His glorious inheritance in His holy people and His incomparably great power for us who believe. (NIV)



Just knowing your authority in Christ will help you establish your foundation for this wait. It will no longer matter what your circumstances look like, but having the foundation to first stand strong is what will keep you planted for this journey. It is time you establish your feet on the rock-solid hope of what Jesus paid for you to have on the cross.

I remember when, one day, God gave me this analogy in the picture of a mirror. We see our own reflection each day, but we don’t see what’s beneath the surface. Every time we allow ourselves to speak negatively about our own lives and our own self-image, we are chipping away at the original creation God had in mind when He created us. We can see what the world sees, but we cannot see what God sees. We cannot see any internal scars, but this is what God can bring to light in times like this where you find yourself in a constant cycle of being unhappy and finding yourself falling victim to fear and self-condemnation. If you were to take all the pieces you have chipped away and try to piece them back together again, you would end up with a cracked mirror with a warped reflection.

Are you someone who finds it difficult to accept a kind word or gesture without feeling the need to repay that person back? Why do our minds go into overdrive if someone says you look nice today? Is it because our internal soul has been altered? Sometimes, you do not even know you are fractured inside, and coming to this realisation myself was not as straightforward as it has been to write it in this book. When a bone is fractured in a body, the exterior surface will not expose the damage that has been done internally as the skin will remain intact in its natural condition. However, as time goes on, these bones will continue to try and operate at their normal capacity, but they will be eroding away inside if care is not dealt with properly from the start. This represents an image of us as God’s wonderful creation. Over time, as we face hardship and difficulties, which fracture our minds, we walk around with fractured souls, which have wounds internally that need to be dealt with before we even think about operating in this life and making any emotional decisions.

I did not realise this trait in myself until someone else pointed out that I would constantly brush off any compliment that was given to me. When I really took a moment to be still and think about this, the Holy Spirit revealed the true state of my heart in that moment and my inability to understand how someone could view me in a way that was beautiful as God said I was. I did feel undeserving, and I felt like I had to always repay kindness with even more kindness, but sometimes, God wants you to know you are His precious son/daughter. It was also a sin for me to think that I only deserved God’s love when I had ‘done’ something to deserve it. There is nothing that we can do to pay for God’s love as it has already been done by Jesus (John 3:17). Life is not works-based, and nothing you do will ever be able to separate you from God’s love, which has been afforded to us through Jesus Christ.
