I invite readers on a journey that may change our understanding of how great our God is and how wonderful His ways are.
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      A GLIMPSE INTO THE ABYSS OF MAJESTY

      The observable universe contains between 6 and 20 trillion galaxies¹, each containing billions of stars. Modern astronomical data show a number of galaxies far exceeding Carl Sagan's estimates of "billions and billions." Our home galaxy, the Milky Way, contains at least 100 billion stars, and the observable universe contains at least 100 billion galaxies.

      For the Christian, these figures do not pose a threat to faith—on the contrary, they strengthen it. Three thousand years ago, the psalmist David wrote: "The heavens declare the glory of God, and the sky above proclaims his handiwork" (Psalm 19:1, ESV). Thanks to modern astronomy, these words take on new depth of understanding.

      The Scale of Creation: From Earth to the Edge of the Observable Universe

      The size of the observable universe is approximately 93 billion light-years in diameter², despite the fact that its age is 13.8 billion years³. This apparent contradiction is explained by the expansion of space-time, which occurs faster than the speed of light at cosmic distances.

      Reflecting on these numbers, it is impossible not to remember the words of the prophet Isaiah: "Lift up your eyes on high and see: who created these? He who brings out their host by number, calling them all by name; by the greatness of his might and because he is strong in power, not one is missing" (Isaiah 40:26, ESV). God not only knows the number of all galaxies and stars—He calls each one by name!

      Exoplanets: New Worlds in God's Creation

      One of the most revolutionary discoveries of recent decades has been the detection of exoplanets—planets beyond our solar system. In 2024-2025, scientists confirmed the existence of several "super-Earths" in habitable zones. Particularly interesting is the planet HD 20794 d—a world six times more massive than Earth, located just 20 light-years away from us⁴. Also discovered was TOI-715 b—a super-Earth 1.5 times larger than Earth, located in the "conservative" habitable zone.

      As of 2025, the exoplanet catalog numbers more than 5,800 confirmed worlds⁵. Each new discovery testifies to God's creative power and His boundless inventiveness in creating multiple worlds.

      Biblical Understanding of Creation on a Cosmic Scale

      Modern cosmology remarkably agrees with the biblical account of creation. Big Bang theory shows that the universe had a beginning—something that atheists rejected as "too theological" until scientific data made it undeniable.

      Consider Genesis 1:1: "In the beginning, God created the heavens and the earth" (ESV). The word "created" (Hebrew bara) is used in Scripture exclusively to describe the divine creative act. This word points to creation ex nihilo—from nothing. Modern physics confirms that matter, energy, space, and time arose simultaneously at the moment of the Big Bang.

      Furthermore, Genesis 1:14-19 speaks of God creating "lights in the expanse of the heavens... and the stars." The original text uses a phrase that literally means "and all the host of the stars" (ve-et ha-kochavim). This remarkably agrees with the modern understanding that stars indeed form giant "hosts"—galaxies.

      Psalm 19: The Eternal Sermon of Creation

      Psalm 19:1-6 presents one of the most magnificent biblical texts about the cosmic witness of God:

      
        
        "The heavens declare the glory of God, and the sky above proclaims his handiwork. Day to day pours out speech, and night to night reveals knowledge. There is no speech, nor are there words, whose voice is not heard. Their voice goes out through all the earth, and their words to the end of the world" (Psalm 19:1-4, ESV).

      

      

      This psalm uses the poetic structure of parallelism, typical of Hebrew poetry, where ideas are repeated and developed in subsequent lines. David speaks of a continuous, dynamic process of proclaiming God's majesty through creation.

      The psalm describes how creation constantly "pours out speech" and "reveals knowledge" about God day and night. All peoples can hear this sermon in their own language. Today, when we can observe galaxies at distances of billions of light-years, these words take on new meaning.

      Isaiah 40:26: God the Commander of Stellar Hosts

      Particularly striking is the text of Isaiah 40:26, where the prophet invites us to "lift up your eyes on high" and see the One who "brings out their host by number" and "calling them all by name".

      The Hebrew word "host" (tsaba) in this context describes the stars as an organized army under God's command. The prophet uses the image of a commander who knows every soldier in his vast army by name. Imagine: if there are indeed up to 10²⁵ stars in the universe, then God knows each one by name!

      The text emphasizes that "by the greatness of his might and because he is strong in power, not one is missing"—not one star is lost, not one is out of place. Modern astronomy confirms this amazing precision: stars move in predictable orbits, galaxies follow the laws of gravity with mathematical accuracy.

      Creation as a Continuous Act of Divine Providence

      It is important to understand that the biblical worldview presents creation not as a one-time act in the past, but as God's continuous activity. In Colossians 1:17, the apostle Paul writes of Christ: "And he is before all things, and in him all things hold together" (ESV). The Greek word sunistemi means "to hold together, sustain."

      In ancient Hebrew thinking, rain and fertility were viewed as consequences of God's active participation. Powerful natural phenomena were interpreted as signs of divine communication. Without God, the world would plunge into chaos.

      This understanding finds confirmation in modern physics. All fundamental constants of the universe—the speed of light, Planck's constant, the strength of gravitational interaction—are tuned with such precision that even the slightest change would make the existence of matter impossible. As a Christian, I see in this not blind coincidence, but a manifestation of God's wisdom and constant care for creation.

      Modern Discoveries: Confirmation of the Biblical Worldview

      Every new discovery in cosmology deepens my understanding of biblical truths. Recently, scientists discovered Gliese 12b—a potentially habitable planet sized between Earth and Venus, located just 40 light-years from us. This world, like thousands of other exoplanets, reminds me of God's creative abundance.

      The modern definition of "habitable zone"—the distance from a star where temperature conditions allow the existence of liquid water—opens new perspectives for understanding God's design. Each new planet in the habitable zone is potential evidence of careful engineering of conditions for life.

      Response to Objections: Does the Universe's Vastness Diminish Human Significance?

      Some Christians worry that the enormous size of the universe diminishes humanity's special place in God's creation. However, this objection appears unfounded. David in Psalm 8:3-4 was already pondering this question: "When I look at your heavens, the work of your fingers, the moon and the stars, which you have set in place, what is man that you are mindful of him, and the son of man that you care for him?" (ESV).

      David's answer is striking: "Yet you have made him a little lower than the heavenly beings and crowned him with glory and honor" (Psalm 8:5, ESV). The universe's majesty does not diminish humanity—it emphasizes the amazingness of God's love for us. If God, who created trillions of galaxies, cares for each of us, then how precious we are in His eyes!

      Practical Conclusions for Christian Life

      Reflections on the cosmic scale of creation have profound practical significance for Christian faith:

      1. Worship becomes deeper. Realizing that God, who created 20 trillion galaxies, knows every believer by name (Isaiah 43:1) fills the heart with reverence.

      2. Problems gain proper perspective. If God holds the entire universe in His hands, then He is able to resolve any human difficulties (Romans 8:32).

      3. Evangelization gains new motivation. Understanding that God created such a grandiose universe for the sake of relationships with humanity emphasizes the importance of gospel witness.

      4. Scientific activity becomes a form of service. Studying the cosmos represents an investigation of the works of God's hands (Psalm 111:2).

      Future Discoveries: Cause for Joy, Not Fear

      As technology develops—the James Webb Space Telescope, the future Extremely Large Telescope, missions to search for signs of life—humanity will learn even more about the majesty of God's creation. New instruments will search for biosignatures in the atmospheres of exoplanets.

      The Christian community can eagerly anticipate these discoveries. Each new galaxy, each exoplanet, each evidence of the universe's complexity will become a new hymn to the Creator's glory. The current generation lives in an amazing time when we can read the "Book of Nature" with unprecedented clarity.

      CONCLUSION: A CALL TO REVERENT EXPLORATION

      Modern cosmology does not threaten Christian faith—it enriches it. Genesis 1 is perhaps the most remarkable scientific document ever written, fully compatible with modern science. As the great astronomer Johannes Kepler said: "Astronomy is thinking out loud about God."

      The Christian community is called not to fear scientific discoveries, but to welcome them as new opportunities to know the Creator's majesty. Let every new image from space telescopes remind us of Isaiah's words: "Who has measured the waters in the hollow of his hand and marked off the heavens with a span?" (Isaiah 40:12, ESV). The answer is obvious: only the great God.

      A universe containing trillions of galaxies, each proclaiming God's glory, invites us to deeper worship, bolder faith, and more passionate witness about the One who "determines the number of the stars; he gives to all of them their names" and at the same time "heals the brokenhearted and binds up their wounds" (Psalm 147:3-4, ESV).

      In the next chapter, we will examine the theological foundations for understanding that God's creative power can manifest in creating multiple worlds throughout the universe, and how this deepens our understanding of God's design for creation.
