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This is for the apprentice Tarot user
on your reading journey.
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The various meanings of each Tarot card listed in this book were tested on an audience of novices for feedback and input to ensure its comprehendible.  The idea to write the Tarot Card Meanings sat around for several years in development.  My initial reason for doing this had purely selfish motives behind it.  I thought it would be fun to take the Tarot journey alone and break it out talking only about what the meaning could be in a reading. 

I’ve received notes from people over the years about a card they pulled not knowing what the messages could be in response to their question.  Many had read my interpretations of the different cards and a demand rose asking for more like it.  I realized that there were others who were interested in this too!   I decided to do this for myself and then release it in book form for my readers who were interested. 

There is a great deal of information out there on the Tarot, but many novices that approached me found it to be vague, challenging, or incomprehensible leaving them even more confused.  All they wanted to know was basic day-to-day concerns, such as whether or not a potential date would be the long term relationship person, or if they should quit their job and find a new one.  Love and career are two of the biggest topics I am asked about more than any other subject.  Therefore, I decided to focus on the general essence meanings of each Tarot card with a heavy up on love and career.  I hope what is in this book can assist you along on your Tarot journey, but in the end it is up to you as the reader to come to your judgements and conclusions as to what the Tarot is telling you.   

In the potential meanings for each card I may interchange the pronouns he or she because that’s more efficient than saying he/she.  Please replace it with the pronoun that is most comfortable for you.

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Connecting with a 
Tarot Card
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I’ve been a Tarot enthusiast user since I was a child.  I was eight years old staring at the dynamically stimulating images of the cards, and allowing all of the elements surrounding them to hit me like a tsunami wave.  This is the same way I would sift through my parent’s record collection fixating on the album covers when vinyl was the big thing.  The images of the album covers were as vibrant and layered with detail as a Tarot card.  

There are endless messages that can come through from staring at any image, let alone a Tarot card.  If you have an attraction to art or a painting, and find yourself picking up on what’s unsaid and getting lost in the caverns of it, then you’re that much closer to being able to efficiently and adequately reading a Tarot card.  

I’ve met CEO’s who won’t make a decision without connecting with the Tarot.  Anyone can consult with the cards regardless of what position you hold in life.  It doesn’t matter if you’re a lawyer, doctor, surfer, receptionist, garbage man, plumber, or politician.  The Tarot is an exceptional communication device to receive messages, wisdom, and guidance from your Spirit team for any human soul on the planet.  

The brilliance of the Tarot is that it’s for anyone who has a passion for the cards.  There are endless varying takes of the meanings of Tarot cards in a reading that one tried or true way doesn’t exist.  When you feel confident enough with the cards, then you’ll have your own methods that work.  

I’ve always found the Tarot to be an excellent divination tool from which to confirm messages with my own Spirit team whenever I felt the incoming messages to be hazy or unclear.  Spirit would then guide me to the right Tarot card to flip over so I could see or confirm what they wanted me to know through a card.  Spirit communicates through symbols and signs as well as other means that can get your attention.  Since the Tarot is ripe with symbolism, this is a great way for them to relay particular messages to you.

Diving into the worlds of the Tarot can take a lifetime of endless study.  When you enjoy what you’re immersing yourself into, then it ends up being a gratifying experience.

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HOW I CONNECT WITH the Tarot
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MY SPIRIT TEAM HAS been communicating with me through my etheric clair channels throughout the course of my entire life.  Everyone has this ability since these etheric channels reside within all souls.   The unseen senses are one of the many ways that Spirit can communicate with you.  My soul, mind, and body has been an extraordinary vessel of psychic communication without the use of any other device.  

This is a physical world with an enormous coating of thick density that acts as a wall between this world and the next.  Earthly distractions, erratic emotions, and physical pleasures can block or dim the communication line with Spirit.  There might be moments when your vibration is not as high as it could be.  The Divine messages coming through are not loud enough, or your ego steps in to second guess what’s relayed.  This is where the Tarot or any Oracle for that matter can be of benefit.  

The Tarot is an extension of myself when seeking to expand or confirm what’s coming through.  I throw down a card and flip it over only to find that the message is the one my Spirit team had informed me about.  I use the Tarot partially to confirm information I’m picking up on and because it’s fun to play with.  It’s like someone who loves playing Blackjack or any other fun card games.  I find the Tarot equally enjoyable and entertaining.  It is also a way for me to have a phone call with my Spirit team on the other side when the supplementary ways they communicate are not coming in clear enough.  This is no different than what anyone can do when you tune in to everything that is outside of the physical concrete world that distracts you.  
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HOW YOU CAN CONNECT with the Tarot
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ALL SOULS ARE BORN with etheric gifts of communication that vary from one person to the next.  There are four primary clairs (clear) called Clairvoyance (clear seeing), Clairsentience (clear feeling), Clairaudience (clear hearing), and Claircognizance (clear knowing).  

Everyone has one or two dominate clairs as the primary means of communicating with Spirit.  

Clairaudience and Claircognizance have been my dominate clear channels with my Spirit team since birth.  This is followed by strong degrees of Clairsentience and a good measure of Clairvoyance.  These are some of the channels I use to communicate with my Spirit team.  The way I communicate with Spirit isn’t any different than what every soul on the planet is capable of when they tune in to their extra sensory perception and all that is beyond the physical world distractions.  Heaven is communicating with you through your clair channels as well as through signs, symbols, numbers, and the various divination tools that exist such as the Tarot.    

Claircognizance:  Some may know the answers without knowing how they know them.  It filters in through their consciousness from above.  Clairvoyance:  Others may see the messages and guidance playing for them like a mini-movie through their third eye.  Clairsentience:  There are those who feel the answers coming to them with a thick heavy feeling sense that alerts them to a warning of danger, or an uplifting sense that something amazing is about to happen.  Clairaudience:  There are those who can hear the messages being spoken as if someone is in the room with them.  

Every soul on the planet picks up on psychic information regardless if they believe in a higher power or not.  It is present and at their disposal.  If someone is not aware of this Heavenly connection, then they are experiencing what is called a block.  There are many souls who are not in tune to the vibrations from beyond, and the communication line is non-existent within them.  They can awaken their spiritual sight by doing the work it takes to make that happen.

Every soul on the planet also has one Spirit Guide and one Guardian Angel that assists you along your Earthly journey here.  They are what makes up your Spirit team.  If someone has been working with Heaven (a.k.a. the Other Side, Spirit World) regularly, or has large life purposes that need extra support, then they may have more than one guide and angel around them.  

Your Spirit team is communicating with you daily whether you are aware of it or not.  They will communicate with you through one or more of your clair channels.  Pay attention to your clair senses in order to pick up on the messages and guidance filtering through you from God, a higher power, your higher self, universe, heaven, your guides, angels, or whoever you’re comfortable with calling it.  In the end, the messages and guidance are coming in from beyond the physical materialistic distracting world known as the Earthly life.  

Having crystal clear communication with your Spirit team can assist you with your Tarot readings.  Tarot is a great divination tool to help you in picking up on what is being relayed.  This is especially helpful if your clair channels have dimmed, you’re second guessing the guidance, or you feel you’re not picking up on anything. 
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READING FOR YOURSELF and Others

I’VE BEEN READING WITH hundreds and hundreds of people since I was a teenager as I enjoy the psychic craft.  I’ve unsurprisingly also made many friends in the process.  Every single reader reads differently from one another.  There are no two people who read exactly the same way.  This is because everyone has varying gifts in the way they interpret messages from the other side.  If one reader doesn't work for you, then there will be a reader who does.  This also means that you likely read and interpret differently than others do.

It is often advised that you avoid reading for yourself.  This is because you may unknowingly taint your reading by bending it to suit what you’re desiring.  This won’t stop anyone from reading for themselves, but take precaution by being as objective as possible when you do.  

Avoid reading for yourself or for anyone when you’re not in a state of psychic reception.  This means if you’re emotionally upset, angry, depressed, or any other negative emotion, then this can fault the reading.  The same goes if you’re doing a reading while on a drug chemical high, wasted on alcohol, or if you’ve consumed a large meal or toxic foods.  This can make the reading come off all over the place and unclear.  

Many professional psychics avoid reading for those close to them because they’re not emotionally objective enough to give their best friend a clear reading.  They will be gentler with the reading and attempt to read in a way that benefits the friend.  Once you do that, then you’ve begun the process of contaminating the reading.  The clearest readings are when the reader is centered, operating from a high vibration, focused, objective, and emotionally detached from the client. 

It’s common to read for oneself and bend the read to fit the answer you’re hoping for.  I’ve watched novices pull one card after another because they were unhappy with the card they were originally given.  Once you do that, you’ve corrupted the read and created a false reading that will not be based in truth.  

One is not always objective with their own stuff and requires someone who is emotionally detached from themselves in order to receive an unbiased reading.  The more upset and emotionally distraught you are when giving a read, the more off and unclear the reading can be.  Be clear minded, centered, and relaxed when giving a reading whether for yourself or another.  This is another reason why readers generally do not give readings to those they know whether it is an acquaintance, friend, or family member.  They may unknowingly alter the reading to positively favor their friend.  This is doing an injustice because you’re giving false hope.  

Reading for a friend can also cause friction if the friend is not positively receptive about it or ends up criticizing the read.  I’ve heard numerous cases and have close psychic medium friends who have watched friendships and connections end over a reading that was given.  Some are uncomfortable when their friend is seeing challenging circumstances and stating it to them.  I’ve certainly had this issue myself in the past, especially considering the way I communicate let alone read in general, which can be direct and bold.

Many professional readers, psychics, and mediums have been known to obtain readings from other professionals in their field for clarity.  Although, a well-known Medium friend had once said to me, “You read better for yourself than I’ve seen anyone do.”  

I’m a believer that anyone can read better for themselves than anyone else when they are in a clear state of reception.  I’ve gone to readers in the past and found that my own readings for myself were the ones that transpired and came to light.  Because in the end who knows you better than you do!  Even when I have read for myself, I’m not bending the read to suit me, but rather giving myself the cold hard truth.   I have given myself readings in the past that were not pleasing, but ended up coming to fruition.  This is also part of the reason I moved into the spiritual teaching work.  It was to help others come to the answers on their own.  

I’ve watched others express disdain or unhappiness when they’ve pulled a Tarot card that appeared negative to them.  Challenging is the more appropriate word.  Everyone is challenged in their life.  No one is exempt from that including the rich or famous.  When you’re challenged, then you grow and evolve.  You also learn how to attract in what you desire.  If a challenge is presented to you, then find ways to move through it.  

The Tarot can help as a guide in terms of offering suggestions of what’s to come, but in the end every human soul has free will choice.  If you make a choice that goes against what the Tarot presented, then you alter the read and wind up creating a new path to head down.  This is beneficial if you are faced with challenging cards, which you objectively look at as areas where you need to make some changes.  The Tarot can also give you a warning, which helps to pre-armor you with what’s to come.  I’ve certainly seen the end of a personal love relationship with the Tarot weeks before it took place.

The Tarot is not necessarily going to tell you what you need to do.  It is up to you to decide that for yourself.  When reading for others you want to avoid telling someone what to do.  You don’t want to interfere with another’s free will.  The ethics of an exceptional reader is to present what you’re picking up on without judgement, but you cannot and should not make the ultimate decision for someone else.  You simply say, “If you stay with this person, then this is what I see, but it’s up to you on what you ultimately decide to do.”
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HOW TO CONDUCT A READING
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BEFORE CONDUCTING A reading, ensure you are in a centered, calm, and focused state of contentment.  This will bring you the most accurate reading.  If you’re not in that state, then wait until you are.  The way others read varies from one person to the next.  Work on finding exercises to partake in that will assist in bringing you to that calm state.  

One way can be to set up a personal altar or space you use for readings.  If you don’t have any space in your home, then designate one in a place that is uncluttered.  This is where you are most comfortable and will be undisturbed during the course of the reading.  Whether that be on your bed, living room couch, or dining room table.  Make sure there are no distractions when you choose to conduct a reading.  You can turn this space into your own private temporary altar.  You may choose to Sage the space before a reading to clear away all the negative energies.  Create a calming sanctuary with candles burning, soft music playing, and incense burning.  Lower the lighting a bit if you’re able to.    

Meditate for a few minutes or more before a reading until you are in a centered relaxed state.  Take long deep breaths in and out as you relax, then say a prayer or personal invocation.  Call in your Spirit team, God, your angels, guides, or whoever it is that you have a strong relationship with on the other side.  When in doubt, call in your Spirit team to assist you with the card reading you’re about to do.

While it’s not always necessary to create all of these bells, whistles, and theatrics, you will find your readings are clearer when you create the perfect environment within and without before conducting a reading.  When you pose a question to the Tarot, and find the response to be unclear, then re-word the question.  If your questions are scattered, then the messages will be too.
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SPREADS
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MY SOUL IS THE CORE instrument I use to communicate with Heaven.  It is a clear enough conduit that it's all I need before anything else.  When I used to offer professional readings I’d hold the deck in my hand answering the person’s questions without consulting the cards.  I need to be doing something with my hands, so this is when I'd start shuffling the deck, “Let’s double check everything I’ve said.”  One by one the cards would confirm it all.

I adopted my own methods from an early age by using a personal rhythm that is nothing like the default set way that others have been trained to do when reading.  I’ve never followed the norm or anyone else's formula, but rather throw cards down like a poker player in a fury.  The instant message pops up a second after the card has hit the table.  

I have also never used or worked with a Tarot spread in my life. I come to the information, messages, and guidance that is intended to come through without any obstacles and restrictions. I'm a Wise One who doesn't follow anyone else’s set pattern or rules.  Those that know me best know this to be true.  This doesn’t mean that this is the way to go.  This is merely what works for me.  If you are in the beginning stages of reading, then you may want to investigate if spreads are something you would be more comfortable using.  This is a book that is geared solely on the basic potential meanings of a Tarot card in a reading, rather than every aspect of the Tarot and how to conduct readings.    

Those who have been super close to me for eons have all pointed out over the decades that they can tell when it's me communicating with them, or when it’s one from the higher realms coming through. They’ve pointed out a distinctly noticeable shift in the language and information that comes out of me that changes within a matter of seconds.  It's as if they're having a conversation with six people!

As I’m posing the question to my Spirit team, I will hear through Clairaudience how many cards I’m being asked or guided to pull for the answer and I stick with that.  Trust how many cards you are guided to pull when you ask your question before you conduct a reading.  Changing that number because you’re unhappy with the cards that were revealed smears the reading.  It ends up inaccurate and confusing.  If you’re unsure how many cards to pull, then stick with anywhere from 1-3 cards per question.

Tarot card readers interpret and read the cards in differing ways.  Not all readers read cards in the same way.  There is no right or wrong way, but however you’re guided to read the cards.  Some use spreads such as past, present, future spreads, or the Celtic Cross spread.  While others use no spread, but pull the amount of cards they’re guided or asked to pull.  A Tarot spread tells a story where each card emphasizes or gives new meaning to the cards that follow or surround it.  

For example, in a love read you have the Two of Cups card showing a romantic relationship, but to the right of that card is the Tower card.  This might show that the relationship may be significantly altered in a way that is not necessarily welcomed, but in the end will benefit all involved even if that’s not seen right away.  Whereas if the card to the right of the Two of Cups is the Four of Wands, then this can indicate that the love relationship is predicted to grow stable, committed, or secure.  This means that marriage can be introduced or a stronger commitment between two people. 

Once you have the number of cards you’re intended to pull in your mind, then shuffle the cards, and place each one face down.  If you’re guided to pull four cards, then that will be all you pull.  Avoid continuing to pull cards after you’ve pulled the four cards.  The only reason you would pull an additional card beyond what you were guided to pull is to obtain additional clarification on the spread already given.  At that point, you would not pull more than one or two cards max.  The reason is this also smears the read and causes confusion.  If you’re still receiving uncertainty in the reading, then start over by asking the question a different way and re-shuffling.

If you receive the same cards repeatedly over the course of time for yourself or someone else, then this is a card to pay attention to.  It is emphasized and repeatedly put in front of you for a reason.

In a reading spread, the cards may either show something that already took place, is happening in your life now, or is coming up.  It’s up to you to determine where it falls in the time frame.  If it’s in the future, or has not happened yet, then this is the probable future.  It is foreseen that this is what is to come.  Your future changes based on the decisions or indecisions you or others make based on free will.  Therefore, it’s equally important not to take a future forecast read too seriously.  

Many professional readers tend to state that all reads should be taken with a grain of salt or used for entertainment purposes.  They cannot be held liable or responsible for a read that did not come to fruition, or for influencing the person they’re reading for to make a decision that ultimately causes heartache or additional challenges.  This is another reason you avoid telling others what to do in a read.  Not only does it interfere with their free will choice or life path, but it can also prompt the client to make a decision that makes things worse for them.  You cannot put yourself in a position where you are held liable.

The cards show the trajectory of where a situation is headed.  They can also offer guidance as to what changes you would need to make in order to bring something to fruition or to prevent a challenging circumstance from happening.  You own your life and the direction you choose to allow it to go in.  Be the master of your own ship.

The Tarot can intimidate some who feel they’ll never be able to read.  It is true that some people are better at it than others the same way that some people are better drivers.  Even a beginner can dominate by hitting an accurate reading out of the gate.  Don’t worry so much about trying to be an efficient reader.  The more you let go of the need to try to be, the easier it will get.  

There is nothing wrong with looking up the card meanings as you’re learning, but you also don’t want to base what a book says about a card as being verbatim.  That goes for this book too!  You most definitely don’t want to conduct a professional reading for someone and then reach for a thesaurus in the middle of the reading.  

Trying to learn the meanings of each card can be overwhelming.  The best way to read is to not stress out over trying to learn the descriptions of each card.  Instead tune into your Spirit team’s guidance and follow your gut as to the first hunch you get when you flip over a card when seeing it, rather than worrying about what a card means.  You may read some general meanings in this book about a card, and yet you don’t see your answer that best matches your read.  This is where your intuition comes in.  Grasp what the overall energy and essence is about a card to help you get to the answer.
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REVERSALS

I HAVE NOTHING AGAINST reversals, while many Tarot connoisseurs rightly swear by them.  You may even find along your Tarot journey that you prefer to adopt the reversals into your readings.  It’s a personal choice that I’ve chosen not to.

I don't use reversals for a couple of reasons.  One of them is that I'm Clairaudient and Claircognizant, as well as Clairsentient and Clairvoyant to a good degree. I don't need the reversals as I know, hear, see, and feel what the messages are that come in when I receive a card.  I’ll know what the message is intended to be regardless if the card is upright or reversed.

If 1-3 cards max fall out of your deck as you’re shuffling, then incorporate that into your reading.  If any more than that fall out, then you’re just dropping cards and none of them should be included.

If you flip over a card, or it falls out reversed, then note that this card has extra important emphasis.  The impact of the message is strong with this one.  If you choose to include it as a reversed card, then flip the meaning of the Upright card.  For example, if it’s a Five of Pentacles, which can typically indicate a challenge or loss, then reversed could show that one is moving out of the loss and things are brightening up.

There are readers who read the cards both upright and reversed, while others only read the cards upright.  Both are equally beneficial and helpful in a read, but it is up to you to decide what works best for you.  

If a card falls out reversed or happens to be turned upside down, I will turn it right side up and set it aside above the layout of the other cards. I know that the message in that card is exceptionally stronger than it would normally be.  In the traditional Tarot, a reversed card is often the opposite of the meaning of the upright card, but not always.  
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TIMING
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MOST EVERYONE WANTS to know the timing of something in a reading.  From Spirits perspective timing is non-existent.  It was humankind that came up with clocks, calendars, and time.  When Spirit attempts to relay a time frame that an Earthly being can understand, then this isn’t set in stone.  All souls have free will choice to act or not act how they choose.  

Regardless if you make a choice or you don’t make a choice, you are shifting the estimated projected time frame for an event to happen.  You can also alter it completely by preventing it from happening due to free will choice.  If you deny a soul mate connection and go with an entirely different soul mate choice, then you alter everyone’s path including your own.  This doesn’t make the choice right or wrong.  To an extent you are indeed creating your own destiny, even though there are key circumstances that are to take place during your Earthly life that your soul previously contracted.  This also means you can push an event out into the distance from when it was originally intended to take place.

A psychic reader can state that an event will happen for someone within six months, but then those six months come and go and nothing comes to fruition.  On some occasions what was projected as a probable estimation ends up coming to light two years after it was predicted.   

When I was sixteen I psychically knew I would be writing books and getting into the film business at some point in my life.  What I did not know for sure was ‘when’.  I knew the film business would come first and the writing book work would happen at some point in my thirties.   There were no doubts as I was receiving crystal clear messages and guidance from my Spirit team that would later come to fruition. 

I ended up getting into the film business weeks after my twenty-third birthday.  When I was twenty-eight years old, I began the process of transitioning into my book writing career.  When I was in my early twenties I psychically knew I would be partaking in spiritual writing work.  This was in the back of my mind, but I did not see that happening until far out into the distance.  The spiritual book work was kicked off when I was thirty-seven years old.  The mid-to-late thirties is when you hit your Pluto Square Pluto transit.  This is the period when you experience a life changing metamorphoses and transformation.  You grow wiser and view circumstances around you in a deeper way.  Those that evolve and expand their consciousness at a greater rate will notice this change.  

You will note by this illustration how timing was a little off for me with the work related endeavors, but the predictions did take place eventually.

I go into more detail on Psychic Timing and Psychic Insights in a couple of chapters in my book, Spirit Guides and Angels or in the bigger book, Darkness of Ego.
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TAROT CARD MEANINGS
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THIS BOOK CAN BE USED like an encyclopedia reference guide of the general meaning of a Tarot card, but it should not be taken verbatim.  Think of this more as a gigantic cheat sheet to help direct you towards the general essence of a meaning of a card in a reading.  It is up to you to add the additional layers to a reading while trusting your instincts and Spirit team’s guidance and messages.  They may be showing you a card because there is something on the image they want you to see.  Is the human figure in the card holding a book or playing ball in a field?  What could your team be telling you?  

Like all of the cards in the Tarot, these are general meanings that can be applied to anything whether it be spiritual, love, general, or work.  Follow your inner psychic guide on what the message is.  

While testing out the cards with novices, I would throw a card down for them to tell me what they get.  They would grasp the overall message coming through, but would come to this conclusion in different ways from one another.  Some would point out what they were feeling when they saw the image, while others would state what they were hearing.  There were those who would immediately hone in on the symbolism in the imagery such as a butterfly standing out to them.  What is the symbolism of the butterfly?  This helped them come to the conclusion on what the wide-ranging message was.

The meanings of each Tarot card included in this gloss over some of the basic potential meanings in a psychic tarot reading.  They are not the most comprehensive or in-depth since the book would’ve ended up to be thousands of pages long.  Nor do the definitions listed in this book mean that this is the right answer to the card and the only way it is.  This is merely one reader’s opinion and interpretation and meant to be used as a guide and refresher for you.  You will form your own meanings of the cards outside of that by tuning into the card and paying attention to your Spirit team’s communication.  

Reading all of the various definitions of a card from every available source can cause confusion.  Avoid getting too bogged down in the detail of the various different meanings of a card.  Focus on your own inner guide as to what comes up when you see a card.  What is your Spirit team trying to tell you when you throw down a card?  What is the first impression you immediately get?  Stick with that and avoid overthinking it.  Research decks that have images in them which you will resonate strongly with as this can assist you with your readings.  

I offer the various potential meanings of a card, but I do not get too involved in the symbolism or every shred of what someone is doing on a card.  It may be mentioned loosely, but the point with this book is to get to the point as quickly as possible rather than getting bogged down in a thorough examination.  Tarot users utilize many varying Tarot decks that the images do not all match up.  I’ve focused on the more traditional images from the beginning days of the Tarot in this book.

In the end, when reading the cards don’t worry about not being able to remember every possible meaning of a card as it may end up frustrating you.  The Tarot is a complex divination tool and no two readers read the same way.  As you grow more comfortable in reading the Tarot, you’ll find your own system and ways of reading that are most comfortable and work best for you.  

Many novices struggle with reading the Tarot as they want to know what a card can mean in their readings.  They become stuck when staring at three cards side by side.  While the Tarot Card Meanings in this may be of assistance by pointing you in the right direction or general area of where to look, what is important is that you pay attention to your intuition and higher self in the end.  Be a crystal clear conduit of psychic reception when conducting a reading.   The more you practice and read, then the better you become.   

I have many spiritually based books available that surround fine tuning your body, mind, and soul to be a stronger conduit with the other side.  Some of these books are available in the Warrior of Light pocket series of books called, Spirit Guides and Angels, Soul Mates and Twin Flames, Raising Your Vibration, Divine Messages for Humanity, Connecting with the Archangels, and The Seven Deadly Sins.

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THE WAY I READ IS BY combining all of my clair channels as illustrated in this brief example.  

A client informed me that she wanted to look at love relationships.  She said she was dating two guys simultaneously and wanted to know which one is the guy.   Without using the deck, I repeated what I heard my Spirit team said through Clairaudience, “Neither.”  I added, “It looks like one of the guys is older than you and the other one is younger.”  She confirmed this to be true that she is in her thirties and one of the guys was in his twenties, while the other was in his forties.

I informed her that there was another guy that was going to enter the picture, but that I didn’t see him becoming anything until about a year from the point of the reading.  This information came to me through Clairvoyance when I saw the visual of the following year being circled on the calendar.  I picked up on the energy of another guy through Clairsentience.

The next move I made was by double checking this information or any other messages that needed to come through with the Tarot deck.  While I shuffled, my Spirit team audibly requested that I pull two cards.  I threw down the Empress and the Hierophant.  I said, “Yes, he is the guy.  I received a double yes.”  I went further and added, “There will be marriage (Hierophant) and a pregnancy (Empress) with this guy.”  

A year later, I had forgot all about the read, but the woman came back to tell me I had read for her.  She didn’t believe the read at the time, but changed her tune when she found everything I stated was taking place exactly a year from the reading.  She informed me that the two guys she was originally dating were both no longer in the picture, and that a new guy popped up with who she had a deeper connection with.  She added that they have plans to get married and have a child.
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Major Arcana and 
Minor Arcana
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Traditional Tarot decks contain 78 cards split into two groups.  One group is called the Major Arcana and the other is called the Minor Arcana.  “Arcana” means secrets or what is hidden and unseen.

The Major Arcana part of the deck is made up of 22 cards, while the Minor Arcana is made up of 56 cards.  The Major Arcana indicates major life changes and shifts taking place or being suggested, while the Minor Arcana focuses on minor day-to-day changes and shifts.  Both the Major and Minor Arcana cards are equally important in the story that a card reading is telling. 

If a reading shows mostly Major Arcana cards, then this can reveal long term changes that can take many months, or even years for the change to come to fruition.  If the spread is heavy up on Minor Arcana cards, then this can show smaller day-to-day changes.  

The Major Arcana cards reveal situations that will take some time to come to reach maturity.  It’s slower moving and discloses more long term modifications, larger significant changes, or transformations taking place.  

The Minor Arcana cards showcase the immediate day-to-day wisdom and guidance surrounding situations in your life.  

When conducting a Tarot reading, if you notice there are more Major Arcana cards in the spread than Minor Arcana, then this can imply that you are in the process of moving through some larger profound changes in your life that take time to move through.
