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  Chapter one
The Universe and Stars


Step outside on a clear night and allow your eyes a moment to adjust. At first you notice only a few bright points scattered across darkness. Then, gradually, hundreds appear. The sky was never empty. Your perception simply needed time. Astrology begins with this same realization: the universe is always active, always structured, always communicating patterns, whether or not we are paying attention. 
The universe is vast beyond comfortable imagination. Distances are measured not in miles or kilometers but in light travel time, the distance light moves in a year. A useful way to understand astrology is to imagine it as a mirror rather than a mechanism. A mirror does not cause your expression, yet it reveals it clearly.
