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Summary

	This research shows that if three planets are on a straight line the beginning of a storm is triggered. This makes better weather forecasts and earlier warnings for dangerous situations possible. It also gives more understanding of the influence of planets. Review of about fifty big storms in history show that if three planets form a nearly exact straight line, here named a planet line, a severe storm begins. If the line is less exact, just a moderate storm starts, but if a next line follows soon after, a big storm develops. Combinations of more planet lines make the storm more severe. You can see the wind speed going up and down with the coming and going of the planet lines. Of course the effect is not restricted to the Earth. The same is shown to occur with Solar storms. The Analysis, with comparisons of storms, shows the most amazing and convincing results.

	The last tens of years more severe storms occur. That is because the Earth is warming up by human energy production. As a result there is more energy available for driving storms. It is not because of more planet activity. 

	I hope that some ones get interested, check my findings and improve the theory. I have just made a start.

Introduction

	The 1st of February 1953 a flood like a few in a millennium struck the South of the North Sea. In the middle of the night the water flowed through our house in Brouwershaven, Netherland. Our parents were glad that we children did not wake up. The water level of 4,3 metres was much higher than was considered possible based on known history. The protections were not made for this. Dikes overflooded, got weak and collapsed at nearly  a hundred locations. Panels in front of the streets and of the doors and the windows of houses, made to keep the water out, were all to low and overflooded. In harbour city Brouwershaven most houses had been build on the harbour, the market and along streets on dikes, all at about 3 metres above mean sea level. The people, sleeping upstairs, were safe. After a few hours later the water withdrew . 

	Behind the dikes at the land and in the villages at mean sea level the situation was much worse. The water that flowed through the broken dikes, flooded bedrooms and people crawled up the roofs, houses collapsed. In Netherland more than 1800 people lost their lives. The water stayed there, the tide flowed in and out until the dikes were repaired more than half a year later. 

	I got interested in astrology and wanted to know if and how it works.

	At a common geocentric chart I checked if this severe storm of the 1st of February might be indicated but found nothing convincing.

	[image: Image]Then, as I looked at a heliocentric chart (figure 1)  I found a rare configuration two days earlier, January 30th. Within one day, in the morning Mars was opposite Saturn, in the evening Mars was opposite Neptune. I found that remarkable. So I looked at other comparable flood and planet combinations, but did not find clear results.

	Then I attended a presentation of Frank Hoogerbeets. He found that with heavy earth quakes, many times planets lie on a straight line. That reminded me of the 1953 flood configuration. Then four bodies, Mars Sun Saturn Neptune, were on a straight line.

	I am not involved with earth quakes but was interested in the behaviour of the seas all of my life. The advantage of researching the seas and storms is that they have a short history of not more than weeks. In contrast to earth quakes where it can last tens of years before the tension is so high that planet lines are able to trigger an earth quake. 

	Hoogerbeets’ program is not available to others. So I made a computer program that finds three planets on a line. And started looking at extreme floods. Floods are well timed and documented in history, showing numbers of victims and damage, so they form a good source for research. Then suddenly I found one extreme flood after another that occurred at combinations of three planets at a straight line. See chapter Examples of storms in history. Many of these straight lines can not be seen in astrology charts. 

	I studied the combinations of floods and planet configurations. Then I understood that the planet lines do not make a flood but trigger a storm that sometimes results in a flood. It seemed that three planets on a straight line trigger a storm, just a storm. But if during this storm a next planet line occurs the storm can increase to an extreme storm. The planets do not provide the energy for the storm, the energy needs already to have been built up by atmospheric conditions. The planets in someway trigger the storm by breaking free this energy. Like a litle tap against the first one of a row of set up dominoes tumbles them all down. Or the flap of a butterfly's wings in Brazil sets off a tornado in Texas. I just compared the planet lines and the storms. I don’t know how it works. It might be something electromagnetic.

	The chapter Analysis, with comparisons of storms, shows the most amazing and convincing results.

	Because of the rising Earth temperature more energy is available to fire the engines of storms. Because of that, more severe storms occur the last decades. Not because the planets have more influence. Altough the planet influence can vary over time.

	 

	This book is not finished as it should be and as I would like it to be. 

	But I wanted it to be published before the event next January which I forecast, based on this theory, at the end of this book. So see this as a concept.

Theory

	Based on my investigation on a number of storms I came to the following theory.

	When three planets are on a straight line, here named a planet line, they seem to send something, like a wave, vibration or anything through the solar system. This can last from a day up to months. It seems to be able to trigger the beginning of a storm. 

	If the planets are very well aligned this can start a severe storm.

	Sometimes three planets lie on a straight line. In longitudinal direction this occurs for a moment exactly. However, because the planets do not move exactly in the same planes, in latitude direction there will be a deviation from the straight line.

	If by passing in longitudinal direction there is some distance in latitude just a storm starts. When shortly after another planet line occurs this triggers the increase of this storm resulting in a big storm. So a number of subsequent planet lines can trigger the forming of an extreme storm.

	In the course of this research, studying about fifty storms, I expanded the theory, and this can be found in the conclusions.

	 


Calculation and figures

	The locations of the planets can be seen in several ways. By looking outside. By making a photo. Like photo 3, showing the longitudinal conjunction of Mars and Saturn with a latitudinal distance of  0,37º on April 5th 2022 and Venus which passed Saturn a few days before at a latitudinal distance of 2,3º on March 29th.
