	This book did not begin in a library or a study. It began in a living




room, on an ordinary Tuesday night, when I gathered with my family to pray.

	I do not write as an expert. I write as a fellow traveler, still learning,




still stumbling, still showing up at the altar. If you are looking for a

perfect family to emulate, look elsewhere. If you are looking for a

fellow pilgrim to walk beside you, I am honored to be that


	companion.



	What This Book Is About
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	This book is about an ancient practice that has been largely




forgotten in the modern church: the family altar. It is about the

simple, revolutionary act of gathering your household regularly to


	seek God together—to read His Word, to pray, to worship, to listen.



	It is also about something I call "God's Code." Throughout Scripture,




God reveals a divine design—a pattern, a blueprint, a code—for


how life is meant to be lived. This code is not a set of rigid rules but

a loving framework for human ourishing. It begins in the garden, is


woven through the tabernacle, is fullled in Christ, and is meant to


	be transmitted through families.



	When we crack this code, we discover that the church is not




primarily a building we attend but a people we become. We

discover that the home is the rst and most important church our

children will ever know. We discover that the altar is not a relic of


	the past but a necessity for the present.
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	This book will take you on a journey through that code. It will lay a




foundation in the rst ve chapters, helping you understand God's original design. It will guide you through the practical work of building your altar in the next ve chapters. It will walk with you through the challenges and seasons of maintaining the ame in the following ve chapters. And it will send you out to impact your


	
world and leave a legacy in the nal ve chapters.




	By the end, my prayer is that you will not just understand the code

	marriage, or a trouble-free life, you will not nd it here.
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	What you will nd is an invitation. An invitation to show up. An




invitation to try. An invitation to build, even when the stones are

heavy and the mortar is messy. An invitation to trust that God is at


	
work in your home, even when you cannot see it.




	This book is also not a guilt trip. If you have neglected the altar in




your home, if you have tried and failed, if you don't know where to

begin—this is not a place for shame. It is a place for grace. God is


not waiting to scold you for what you haven't done; He is waiting to

	meet you in what you will do next.

	This book is divided into twenty chapters, each building on the one




before it. You could read it straight through, letting the narrative

carry you from foundation to legacy. Or you could read it slowly,


	one chapter at a time, giving yourself space to reect and apply.
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	At the end of each chapter, you will nd reection questions. These



are not busywork; they are invitations to go deeper. I encourage you


to answer them honestly, perhaps in a journal. If you are married,

consider discussing them with your spouse. If you have older


	
children, some questions could be adapted for family conversation.
