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INTRODUCTION 

Knitting in Circles is the second in a series of books on knitting techniques incorporating geometric shapes. After going “around the block” in my previous book, Knitting Block by Block, it seemed only natural that we explore circles. Over the years, I’ve used a variety of circle shapes in my designs and I thought it was finally time to share their many unique and beautiful uses with knitters of all skill levels. 



In this book I’ll teach you different ways to shape, create, and embellish knitted circles, using traditional methods as well as some I’ve come up with on my own. 

As you’ll see, a few circles—or even just one great big one—can be transformed into fabulous and fashionable knitted sweaters, shawls, afghans, jackets, and more. Every circle in this book can also make an instant pillow, hat, or bag. You’ll be astonished at just how many fabulous ways there are to use them! 

Although knitted circles have been around for some time, there has never been a book like this. I’ve created one hundred circles and twenty original designs so you can gain an in-depth understanding of all the fun and creative possibilities a knitted circle can offer. I’ve also included detailed design diagrams for every project and exclusive mix-and-match circle pages so you can choose your own look for each piece. 

Knitting circles is very travel-friendly. I like to bring along individual circles to work on, just so I don’t have to carry an entire garment. And because they are small, you can practice techniques that might be new to you, like entrelac, Fair Isle, domino, or reversible cables. Get your circle of friends knitting them, too, and you can quickly make wonderful gifts for loved ones, friends, or those in need. 

So “circle the wagons,” start “thinking in circles,” experience the “circle of life,” and enjoy knitting “round and round.” I loved making this book, and hope it will inspire you and other fellow knitters to think in new, creative ways as you begin Knitting in Circles

NOTES ON TEXTURE AND GAUGE 

With all the amazingly beautiful yarns we have access to, you can make the same circle, and get a wide range of incredible looks, simply by changing yarns. Try solid, glitter, self-striping, texture-stranded, thick and thin, beaded, and sequin yarns. The choices are almost endless. Hand-dyed yarn can create beautiful striping and, in effect, often make circles so gorgeous they can take your breath away. 

Be adventurous and try some of the unusual yarns in your LYS or in your stash. You will be amazed at how knitting a circle can change and enhance the essence of yarns, even with the simplest of yarns. 

These circle swatches show a variety of yarns in different weights, textures, and dyeing methods. 

As in all knitting, gauge is important if you want your circles to be approximately the same size. Using a variety of yarn weights and the corresponding needles will change the size of your circle. The same circle pattern knit in lace, DK, worsted, and bulky will give you small to large versions. When you are making a piece, carefully consider adjusting your yarn choice to get the size and drape that you wish. 

Note: Almost all the circle samples in this book were made with the same gauge, 4½–5 

stitches per 1 (2.5cm) using Cascade 220 Superwash yarn, but because of stitch patterns or different techniques, the finished circles vary up to ¼ to 1½ (6mm–4cm). 


DESIGNING WITH CIRCLES 

Designing with circles can open up a whole new world of knitting for you. 

In this book, you will find one hundred circle patterns, along with design diagrams for the twenty projects I created using them. You can use the circles I have chosen or design your own look by using any circles that appeal to you. Select the same circles to repeat or get playful with lots of different ones. 

Using the mix-and-match circles, make copies of the circles of your choice, cut them out, and arrange them as desired into the provided design diagrams. Moving and rearranging the circles into different configurations is very satisfying and will help you release your inner designer so you can create your very own one-of-a-kind masterpiece. 

The size of your piece will depend on the size of your circles. Choose the yarn you want to use and work a gauge swatch. This will allow you to determine the size of your circle. Most of the circle samples in this book were made with a worsted weight yarn. Here are the gauges I used: 

For a 10″ circle 

18 stitches and 24 rows = 4″ (10cm) on size U.S. 8 needles For a 9″ circle 

20 stitches and 26 rows = 4″ (10cm) on size U.S. 7 needles As noted, depending on the circle patterns you choose, your finished circles may vary slightly in size. Here are some ways to adjust circle sizes: 

• Change yarn weights. For smaller circles use lighter weight yarns, and for larger circles use bulkier weight yarns with corresponding needle sizes. 

• Add or subtract rounds, stitch counts, or rows. 

• Change the needle size up or down. To make a cable circle the same size as a stockinette stitch circle, you may need to go up a needle size. 

• Block your circle to size. Blocking a circle can add up to 1″ (2.5 cm) more. 

• Add an edging, like rib or garter stitch, to increase circumference. 

If you have a difficult time making your circles uniformly sized, don’t fret. You’ll be happy to see that by overlapping the circles, using edgings, or adding the “filler” 

circles I included for putting large circles together it will all work out. Or just see how beautifully the different circle sizes worked in the Circle Sampler Afghan. The Hemisphere Shrug and the Rotunda Cape are excellent examples of gauge changes.

Now get your creative juices flowing and start knitting in circles.

In this chapter I’ve included a wide variety of ways to shape circles. They include spirals, spokes, twists, and turns. By using different knitting increases and decreases, and working with straight, circular, and/or double-pointed needles, circles can be easily shaped in fun and interesting ways. In the instructions, I have indicated the method used for each. The techniques section at the back of the book contains information on all these methods as well as joining techniques you can use. 

These circles will be the basis for the more intricate circles that you will find in later chapters, but they can also be used to create beautiful knitted pieces, such as the Hemisphere Shrug and Rotunda Cape, and the Autumn Leaf Beret. 



In this chapter and throughout the book, please note the edgings on the circles. Many are interchangeable and can be applied to different circles so you can use them as another design element. They can be worked at the cast-on or bound-off edge, the stitches can be picked up around the circles and then knit, or they can be knit separately and then sewn on after the circle is made.

SPOKE 




Worked from the outer edge to the center 

Colors MC and CC 

CENTERED DOUBLE DECREASES 

S2KP (RS) Sl 2 as if to k2tog, k1, pass the 2 slipped stitches over. 

S2PP (WS) [Sl 1 knitwise] twice, slip these 2 stitches back to the left-hand needle, sl 2 

to the right-hand needle as if to p2tog tbl, p1, pass the 2 slipped stitches over. 

GARTER ST EDGING 

With CC, cast on 142 stitches. 

Rows 1–5 Knit. 

Row 6 With MC, purl. 

BODY 

Row 1 K1, *k9, S2KP, k8; repeat from * to the last stitch, k1 (128 stitches) (18 stitches each section plus 2 selvedge stitches/128 stitches total). 

Row 2 Purl. 

Row 3 Knit. 

Row 4 P1, *p7, S2PP, p8, pm; repeat from * to the last stitch, p1 (16/114 stitches). 

Row 5 Knit. 

Row 6 Purl. 

Row 7 K1, *k7, S2KP, k6; repeat from * to the last stitch, k1 (14/100 stitches). 

Row 8 Purl. 

Row 9 Knit. 

Row 10 P1, *p5, S2PP, p6; repeat from * to the last stitch, p1 (12/86 stitches). 

Row 11 Knit. 

Row 12 Purl. 

Row 13 K1, *k5, S2KP, k4; repeat from * to the last stitch, k1 (10/72 stitches). 

Row 14 Purl. 

Row 15 Knit. 

Row 16 P1, *p3, S2PP, p4; repeat from * to the last stitch, p1 (8/58 stitches). 

Row 17 Knit. 

Row 18 Purl. 

Row 19 K1, *k3, S2KP, k2; repeat from * to the last stitch, k1 (6/44 stitches). 

Row 20 Purl. 

Row 21 Knit. 

Row 22 P1, *p1, S2PP, p2; repeat from * to the last stitch, p1 (4/30 stitches). 

Row 23 Knit. 

Row 24 Purl. 

Row 25 K1, *k1, S2KP; repeat from * to the last stitch, k1 (2/16 stitches). 

Row 26 Purl. 

Row 27 Knit. 

Row 28 P1, *p2tog; repeat from * to the last stitch, p1 (1/9 stitches). 

Break off the yarn, leaving a long tail. Thread the tail through the remaining stitches, pull tight, and secure. Sew seam. 












RADIATOR 




Worked in the round from the center to the outer edge Colors MC and CC 

K1b Knit into the head of the stitch below. 

With MC, cast on 7 stitches and divide stitches among 3 dpns; mark the beginning of the round and join. 

Rnd 1 *Kfb; repeat from * around (14 stitches). 

Rnds 2 and 3 Knit. 

Rnd 4 *K1, k1b, pm; repeat from * around (2 stitches each section/28 stitches total). 

Rnds 5 and 6 Knit. 

Rnd 7 *K2, k1b; repeat from * around (3/42 stitches). 

Rnds 8 and 9 Knit. 

Rnd 10 *K3, m1; repeat from * around (4/56 stitches). 

Rnds 11 and 12 Knit. 

Rnd 13 *K4, m1; repeat from * around (5/70 stitches). 

Rnds 14 and 15 Knit. 

Rnd 16 *K5, m1; repeat from * around (6/84 stitches). 

Rnds 17 and 18 Knit. 

Rnd 19 *K6, m1; repeat from * around (7/98 stitches). 

Rnds 20 and 21 Knit. 

Rnd 22 *K7, m1; repeat from * around (8/112 stitches). 

Rnds 23 and 24 Knit. 

Rnd 25 *K8, m1; repeat from * around (9/126 stitches). 

Rnds 26 and 27 Knit. 

Rnd 28 *K9, m1; repeat from * around (10/140 stitches). 

Rnds 29 and 30 Knit. 

Rnd 31 *K10, m1; repeat from * around (11/154 stitches). 

Change to CC and work 3 rnds of K1, P1 Rib. 

Bind off knitwise using a needle one size larger. 

For a smaller (larger) circle, increase every 3rd round to desired size, ending after an increase round. 





10-SPIRAL DECREASE 




Worked in the round from the outer edge to the center Cast on 160 stitches; mark the beginning of the round and join without twisting. 

For Garter st edging, purl 1 rnd, knit 1 rnd, purl 1 rnd. Rnd 1 *K2tog, k14, pm; repeat from * around (15 stitches each section/150 stitches total). 

Rnd 2 and all even-numbered rnds Knit. 

Rnd 3 *K2tog, k13; repeat from * around (14/140 stitches). 

Rnd 5 *K2tog, k12; repeat from * around (13/130 stitches). 

Rnd 7 *K2tog, k11; repeat from * around (12/120 stitches). 

Rnd 9 *K2tog, k10; repeat from * around (11/110 stitches). 

Rnd 11 *K2tog, k9; repeat from * around (10/100 stitches). 

Rnd 13 *K2tog, k8; repeat from * around (9/90 stitches). 

Rnd 15 *K2tog, k7; repeat from * around (8/80 stitches). 

Rnd 17 *K2tog, k6; repeat from * around (7/70 stitches). 

Rnd 19 *K2tog, k5; repeat from * around (6/60 stitches). 

Rnd 21 *K2tog, k4; repeat from * around (5/50 stitches). 



Rnd 23 *K2tog, k3; repeat from * around (4/40 stitches). 

Rnd 25 *K2tog, k2; repeat from * around (3/30 stitches). 

Rnd 27 *K2tog, k1; repeat from * around (2/20 stitches). 

Rnd 29 *K2tog; repeat from * around (10 stitches). 

Break off the yarn and thread the tail through the remaining stitches, pull tightly to gather, and secure. 

For a smaller (larger) circle, begin with a smaller (larger) multiple of 10 stitches, divide into 10 sections, and decrease every other round at the beginning of each section. 



10-SPIRAL DECREASE (2 needle with seam) 




Worked back and forth from the outer edge to the center Colors MC and CC 

With CC, cast on 162 stitches. 

K1, P1 RIBBED EDGING 

Rows 1 and 3 (WS) P2, *k1, p1; repeat from * to end. 

Row 2 *K1, p1; repeat from * to the last 2 stitches, k2. Change to MC. 

Row 1 (RS) K1, pm, *k2tog, k14, pm; repeat from * to the last st, k1 (15 stitches each section plus 2 selvedge stitches/152 stitches total). 

Row 2 and all WS rows Purl. 

Row 3 K1, *k2tog, knit to the next marker; repeat from * to the last marker, k1 

(14/142 stitches). 

Row 5 K1, *k2tog, k12; repeat from * to the last stitch, k1 (13/132 stitches). 

Row 7 K1, *k2tog, k11; repeat from * to the last stitch, k1 (12/122 stitches). 

Row 9 K1, *k2tog, k10; repeat from * to the last stitch, k1 (11/112 stitches). 

Row 11 K1, *k2tog, k9; repeat from * to the last stitch, k1 (10/102 stitches). 

Row 13 K1, *k2tog, k8; repeat from * to the last stitch, k1 (9/92 stitches). 



Row 15 K1, *k2tog, k7; repeat from * to the last stitch, k1 (8/82 stitches)Row 17 K1, 

*k2tog, k6; repeat from * to end (7/72 stitches). 

Row 19 K1, *k2tog, k5; repeat from * to the last stitch, k1 (6/62 stitches). 

Row 21 K1, *k2tog, k4; repeat from * to the last stitch, k1 (5/52 stitches). 

Row 23 K1, *k2tog, k3; repeat from * to the last stitch, k1 (4/42 stitches). 

Row 25 K1, *k2tog, k2; repeat from * to the last stitch, k1 (3/32 stitches). 

Row 27 K1, *k2tog, k1; repeat from * to the last stitch, k1 (2/22 stitches). 

Row 29 K1, *k2tog; repeat from * to the last stitch, k1 (12 stitches). 

Break off the yarn and thread the tail through the remaining stitches, pull together, and secure. Sew side seam. 

For a smaller (larger) circle, begin with a smaller (larger) multiple of 10 stitches plus 2 selvedge stitches, divide into 10 sections (with a selvedge stitch at each end), and decrease every RS row at the beginning of each section. 



5-SPIRAL DECREASE 




Worked in the round from the outer edge to the center Cast on 130 stitches; mark the beginning of the round and join without twisting. 

GARTER ST EDGING 

Rnds 1 and 3 Purl. 

Rnd 2 Knit. 

BODY 

Rnd 1 *SK2P, k23, pm; repeat from * around (24 stitches each section/120 stitches total). 

Rnds 2 and 3 Knit. 

Rnd 4 *SK2P, knit to the next marker; repeat from * around (22/110 stitches). 

Rnds 5 and 6 Knit. 

Rnd 7 *SK2P, k19; repeat from * around (20/100 stitches). 

Rnds 8 and 9 Knit. 

Rnd 10 *SK2P, k17; repeat from * around (18/90 stitches). 

Rnds 11 and 12 Knit. 

Rnd 13 *SK2P, k15; repeat from * around (16/80 stitches). 

Rnds 14 and 15 Knit. 

Rnd 16 *SK2P, k13; repeat from * around (14/70 stitches). 

Rnds 17 and 18 Knit. 

Rnd 19 *SK2P, k11; repeat from * around (12/60 stitches). 

Rnds 20 and 21 Knit. 

Rnd 22 *SK2P, k9; repeat from * around (10/50 stitches). 

Rnds 23 and 24 Knit. 

Rnd 25 *SK2P, k7; repeat from * around (8/40 stitches). 

Rnds 26 and 27 Knit. 

Rnd 28 *SK2P, k5; repeat from * around (6/30 stitches). 

Rnds 29 and 30 Knit. 

Rnd 31 *SK2P, k3; repeat from * around (4/20 stitches). 

Rnd 32 *SK2P, k1; repeat from * around (10 stitches). 

Break off the yarn and thread the tail through the remaining 10 stitches, pull tightly to gather, and secure. 

For a smaller (larger) circle, begin with a smaller (larger) multiple of 10 stitches, divide into 5 sections, and decrease every 3rd round at the beginning of each section. 







5-SPIRAL DECREASE (with seam) 


Worked back and forth from the outer edge to the center 

Cast on 162 stitches. 

GARTER ST EDGING 

Rows 1–3 Knit. 

BODY 

Row 1 (RS) K1, pm, *SK2P, k29, pm; repeat from * to the last stitch, k1 (30 stitches each section plus 2 selvedge stitches/152 stitches total). 

Row 2 and all WS rows Purl. 

Row 3 K1, *SK2P, k27; repeat from * to the last stitch, k1 (28/142 stitches). 

Row 5 K1, *SK2P, k25; repeat from * to the last stitch, k1 (26/132 stitches). 

Row 7 K1, *SK2P, k23; repeat from * to the last stitch, k1 (24/122 stitches). 

Row 9 K1, *SK2P, k21; repeat from * to the last stitch, k1 (22/112 stitches). 

Row 11 K1, *SK2P, k19; repeat from * to the last stitch, k1 (20/102 stitches). 

Row 13 K1, *SK2P, k17; repeat from * to the last stitch, k1 (18/92 stitches). 

Row 15 K1, *SK2P, k15; repeat from * to the last stitch, k1 (16/82 stitches). 

Row 17 K1, *SK2P, k13; repeat from * to the last stitch, k1 (14/72 stitches). 

Row 19 K1, *SK2P, k11; repeat from * to the last stitch, k1 (12/62 stitches). 

Row 21 K1, *SK2P, k9; repeat from * to the last stitch, k1 (10/52 stitches). 

Row 23 K1, *SK2P, k7; repeat from * to the last stitch, k1 (8/42 stitches). 

Row 25 K1, *SK2P, k5; repeat from * to the last stitch, k1 (6/32 stitches). 

Row 27 K1, *SK2P, k3; repeat from * to the last stitch, k1 (4/22 stitches). 

Row 29 K1, *SK2P, k1; repeat from * to the last stitch, k1 (2/12 stitches). 

Break off the yarn and thread the tail through the remaining 12 stitches, pull tightly to gather, and secure. Sew seam. 

For a smaller (larger) circle, begin with a smaller (larger) multiple of 10 stitches plus 2 selvedge stitches, divide into 5 sections, and decrease every other round at the beginning of each section. 







PETALWORK 


Worked in the round from the center to the outer edge 

Cast on 8 stitches (2 stitches each on 4 dpns); mark the beginning of the round and join without twisting. 

Rnd 1 *Yo, k1, pm; repeat from * around (2 stitches in each section/16 stitches total). 

Rnd 2 and all even-numbered rnds Knit. 

Rnd 3 *Yo, k2; repeat from * around (24 stitches). 

Rnd 5 *Yo, k3; repeat from * around (32 stitches). 

Rnd 7 *Yo, k4; repeat from * around (40 stitches). 

Rnd 9 *Yo, k5; repeat from * around (48 stitches). 

Rnd 11 *Yo, k6; repeat from * around (56 stitches). 

Rnd 13 *Yo, k7; repeat from * around (64 stitches). 

Rnd 15 *Yo, k8; repeat from * around (72 stitches). 

Rnd 17 *Yo, k9; repeat from * around (80 stitches). 

Rnd 19 *K7, k2tog, yo, k1, yo; repeat from * around (11/88 stitches). 

Rnd 21 *K6, k2tog, yo, k3, yo; repeat from * around (12/96 stitches). 

Rnd 23 *K5, k2tog, yo, k5, yo; repeat from * around (13/104 stitches). 

Rnd 25 *K4, k2tog, yo, k7, yo; repeat from * around (14/112 stitches). 

Rnd 27 *K3, k2tog, yo, k9, yo; repeat from * around (15/120 stitches). 

Rnd 29 *K2, k2tog, yo, k11, yo; repeat from * around (16/128 stitches). 

Rnd 31 *K1, k2tog, yo, k13, yo; repeat from * around (17/136 stitches). 

Rnd 33 *K2tog, yo, k15, yo; repeat from * around (18/144 stitches). 

If not working edging, bind off using a needle one size larger. 

REVERSE STOCKINETTE ST EDGING 

Rnds 34–36 Purl. 

Bind off using a needle one size larger. 





BURST 




Worked in the round from the center to the outer edge Cast on 8 stitches (2 stitches each on 4 dpns); mark the beginning of the round and join without twisting. 

Rnd 1 *K1 tbl; repeat from * around. 

Rnd 2 *Kfb; repeat from * around (16 stitches). 

Rnd 3 and all odd-numbered rnds Knit. 

Rnd 4 *Kfb, k1, pm; repeat from * around (3 stitches each section/24 stitches total). 

Rnd 6 *K2, kfb; repeat from * around (4/32 stitches). 

Rnd 8 *K3, kfb; repeat from * around (5/40 stitches). 

Rnd 10 *K4, kfb; repeat from * around (6/48 stitches). 

Rnd 12 *K5, kfb; repeat from * around (7/56 stitches). 

Rnd 14 *K6, kfb; repeat from * around (8/64 stitches). 

Rnd 16 *K7, kfb; repeat from * around (9/72 stitches). 

Continue increasing 8 stitches every other rnd, working one more stitch before each increase, to desired size (sample has 15/120 stitches), ending with an increase rnd. 



If not working edging, bind off using a needle one size larger. 

For a smaller (larger) circle, repeat rnds 5–6 and end with an increase round at the desired size, then bind off or work edging. 

GARTER ST EDGING 

Rnds 1 and 3 Knit. 

Rnds 2 and 4 Purl. 

Bind off using a needle one size larger. 



HALO 




Worked in the round from the center to the outer edge Colors MC and CC 

With MC, cast on 8 stitches (2 stitches each on 4 dpns); mark the beginning of the round and join without twisting. 

Rnd 1 *K1 tbl; repeat from * around. 

Rnd 2 *Kfb, pm; repeat from * around (2 stitches each section/16 stitches total). 

Rnds 3–7 Knit. 

Rnd 8 *Kfb; repeat from * around (4/32 stitches). 

Rnds 9–13 Knit. 

Rnd 14 *Kfb; repeat from * around (8/64 stitches). 

Rnds 15–19 Knit. 

Rnd 20 *K1, kfb; repeat from * around (12/96 stitches). 

Rnds 21–25 Knit. 

Rnd 26 *K2, kfb; repeat from * around (16/128 stitches). 

Rnds 27–31 Knit. 



Rnd 32 *K3, kfb; repeat from * around (20/160 stitches). 

If not working edging, bind off using a needle one size larger. 

For a smaller circle, end with an increase round at desired size. 

For a larger circle, continue increasing 32 stitches every 6th round as established to desired size, ending with an increase round. 

REVERSE STOCKINETTE ST EDGING 

Change to CC. 

Rnd 1 Knit. 

Rnds 2–5 Purl. 

Bind off knitwise using a needle one size larger. 



SWIRL 




Worked in the round from the center to the outer edge Colors MC and CC 

With MC, cast on 12 stitches (4 stitches each on 3 dpns); mark the beginning of the round and join without twisting. 

Rnd 1 *K1 tbl; repeat from * around. 

Rnd 2 *Yo, k2, pm; repeat from * around (3 stitches each section/18 stitches total). 

Rnd 3 and all odd-numbered rnds Knit. 

Rnd 4 *Yo, k3; repeat from * around (4/24 stitches). 

Rnd 6 *Yo, k4; repeat from * around (5/30 stitches). 

Rnd 8 *Yo, k5; repeat from * around (6/36 stitches). 

Rnd 10 *Yo, k6; repeat from * around (7/42 stitches). 

Rnd 12 *Yo, k7; repeat from * around (8/48 stitches). 

Rnd 14 *Yo, k8; repeat from * around (9/54 stitches). 

Continue increasing every other rnd to desired size, working one more stitch after each yo, ending with an increase rnd (sample has 16/96 stitches). 



For a smaller circle, end with an increase round at the desired size. 

If not working edging, bind off using a needle one size larger. 

K2, P2 EDGING (MULTIPLE OF 4 STITCHES) 

Rnd 1 Knit. 

Change to CC. 

Rnd 2 *K1, kfb; repeat from * around (sample has 144 stitches). 

Rnds 3–5 *K2, p2; repeat from * around. 

Bind off in pattern using a needle one size larger.

Inc row Kfb, knit to the last stitch, kfb (17 stitches). 

Repeat Inc row every row until there are 31 stitches, every other row until there are 39 stitches, every 4th row until there are 41 stitches, then every 6th row until there are 45 stitches. 

Work 22 rows even in Garter stitch. 

Dec row K2tog, knit to the last 2 stitches, ssk (43 stitches). 

Repeat Dec row every 6th row until there are 41 stitches; every 4th row until there are 39 stitches, every other row until there are 31 stitches, then every row until there are 15 stitches. 

Bind off.

With MC, cast on 15 stitches. 

Inc row Kfb, knit to the last stitch, kfb (17 stitches). 

Repeat Inc row every row until there are 31 stitches, every other row until there are 39 stitches, every 4th row until there are 41 stitches, then every 6th row until there are 45 stitches and AT THE SAME TIME, change colors every 4 rows. 

Work 22 rows even in Garter stitch.
