His Pursuit of Knowledge

He traveled to Delhi with the intention of perfecting his studies. There, he dedicated himself to mastering the sciences of the Quran and Sunnah, benefiting immensely from them. He sought religious books, studied them meticulously, and delved into their meanings to extract valuable lessons, particularly those focused on Quranic exegesis, hadith, and the foundational principles (usul) of Islamic doctrine.

He studied under many scholars, among them:


●  Sheikh Muhammad Ya‘qub, the brother of Sheikh Muhammad Ishaq, who was the grandson of the traditionist Sheikh Abdul-Aziz al-Dihlawi.

●  Sheikh, the judge Husayn ibn al-Muhsin al-Sabr' al-Ansari al-Yamani al-Hadidi, a disciple of the honorable Imam Muhammad ibn Nasir al-Hazimi, who was, in turn, a student of Imam al-Shawkani.

●  Sheikh Abdul-Haqq ibn Fadl al-Hindi, himself a disciple of Imam al-Shawkani.

●  Many other prominent scholars.

Regarding his literary contributions, he possessed remarkable intellectual abilities, enabling him to write multiple volumes in a single day and compile extensive books within just a few days. His works, composed in several languages, amount to an astonishing 222 books.

His writings gained immense recognition and were widely disseminated across the Muslim world. Numerous scholars of Quranic exegesis and hadith specialists sent him letters praising his works and supplicating for him. Furthermore, he was regarded as one of the reformers of the Islamic Revival Movement.
