We live in a world that rewards urgency and trains us to scroll through the static of meaningless content until we numb the ache in our souls. The spark of creativity hasn't gone out, it has simply been smothered by the demand to be constantly "on," constantly productive, and constantly social-media presentable. If you’ve felt that paralysis, or the sense that the world is too broken for your art to matter, you are not alone.
Your creative work is not a luxury. It is essential maintenance for the human spirit, not only for your own spirit, but for all of those around you. Art, in all its forms, is an invitation to listen beneath the noise for the steady hum of hope that is waiting to be heard. Let’s find where we are on the map so we can finally move out of the doldrums and begin the work of reclaiming your spark.







  
  Chapter one
Before the Spark: When Joy Feels Out of Reach


I’ve watched too many creatives lose their fire. 
Not because they weren’t talented or driven, but because the world has grown so loud that their own hearts can be hard to hear.
Every week, I see it: brilliant artists, writers, musicians, makers, and dreamers staring down a blank page or a blinking cursor, convinced that what they make doesn’t matter. They doomscroll through news feeds until their souls ache, comparing their lives with the carefully curated lives of influencers. They drown in the urgency of their inboxes, argue with algorithms, struggle to pay bills and meet deadlines. The daily noise smothers the truth that creatives are the ones who build a better world.
That’s why I’m writing this series.
Maybe you’ve felt it too? That ache to create in a space that feels dark and chilly? 
This series is intended to blow gently on the embers of joy, to make the world just a little warmer.
These essays were born from grief and gratitude, from the echoes of three lives that taught me what happens when the spark of creativity is lost, and what happens when it’s found again. 
My mother’s art was silenced by cruelty. Told that only money had the ability to keep her safe from her uncle’s clutches, she was driven to succeed financially. And everyone knows you can’t make money as an artist, right? For years, she sketched in the corner of every page that came across her desk, even some high value contracts. Even after her uncle’s death, that drive for success was survival instinct.
She didn’t call herself an artist until the end of her life, when cancer had robbed her of everything else but the spark that was her heart.
Each day, I find my way back to my writing desk. I open the curtains wide, letting the sun shine in and dispel the gloom. Every day, I remember my mother, and I show up. Because I am a creative at heart and I refuse to let anything steal that joy from me.
And now, I watch my daughter finding her own way in this world as a creative artist, holding steady, believing that creativity matters. One beautiful, hard-won step at a time, she moves toward the world she wants to live in. She reminds me that every sketch, every song, every story adds a little color back to the sterile gray of the modern world. 
The next world is being painted right now, one act of creation at a time.
Together, we form a bridge across generations, proving that art and joy can survive.
I don’t want any more artists to disappear into despair. I want to remind them that joy is not naïve. It’s revolutionary.
The Noise That Smothers the Soul’s Spark
The world is noisy, but beneath that noise, a hum of hope waits to be heard.
The modern world rewards urgency. It trains us to scroll, refresh, and dive deeper into the static echoes of often meaningless content. Every alert is a demand. Every headline is another reason to give up hope. And for creatives, that noise is poison.
Our art often lands in silence, our spark hidden under the bushel of marketing and discoverability. Can you blame the depressed creative who has just released a carefully crafted project into the obscurity of crickets?
As creatives, we often reflect and magnify society. But when all we see is chaos and suffering, piles of meaningless content screaming for attention, the reflection floats away like a feeble whiff of smoke from a snuffed-out candle.
If you’ve felt that paralysis, the sense that the world is too broken for art to matter, you’re not alone. I’ve been there. Many of us have.
But that’s exactly when art matters most.
Every time someone creates, they plant a flag of humanity. It may be small, invisible to most, but it declares that the light isn’t gone.
Because, you see, creatives don’t just watch the world: they are the architects of the future.
The darker the world, the more vital it is for someone to rekindle a lantern of beauty to show others the color of hope. To let their music echo, “There’s still joy here.”
Even if our work doesn’t end wars or heal the sick, it can remind someone that tenderness still exists, that laughter, color, story, and song still belong in the world.
And that hope of joy may indeed end a war, feed the hungry, or heal the sick.
The Hidden Ember
Joy doesn’t vanish; it hides.
Beneath the burnout, beneath the cynicism, there’s always an ember waiting to breathe again. Sometimes it’s small: a half-forgotten melody, the urge to sketch in the margins, a line of dialogue that won’t leave you alone.
When you feel nothing, start there.
Dig for that ember.
Touch the memory of when creating felt fun and fresh. When creating felt like play.
Remember what it felt like to make something just because it made you smile.
That small memory is oxygen to the flame of creation.
I watched my mother rediscover that ember at the end of her life. Cancer stripped away everything that didn’t matter, and suddenly art was all that mattered. She painted like a woman reclaiming time. Every brushstroke was a reminder that she was still alive, a chance to capture the emotions, the essence of who she was. Those paintings were her legacy, her gift to me and to my children.
That lesson burned into me: we don’t have forever. The spark deserves our attention now.
The Weight We Mistake for Worth
Too often, we confuse exhaustion with productivity.
We think that to be worthy, our art must pay the bills. We measure everything by output and outcome, forgetting that the most meaningful creations rarely announce their impact. We admire art that changed the medium forever, forgetting that some of those artists died in obscurity, never knowing the contributions they made.
We read classic books, books that make the world a better place, forgetting that some of those authors never held their books or even knew they would be remembered.
When my energy falters, I try to remember that worth doesn’t come from how much we do, but from how faithfully we offer what we can. The light we share doesn’t have to be blinding. It only has to be true.
Our art springs from the spark we have buried in us, fueled by our life experiences, and fed with the oxygen of joy. Joy doesn’t demand applause. It whispers for attention. Each small act of noticing beauty: a sunrise, a line of music, a shared laugh… each one keeps the ember warm.
An Invitation
If you’re reading this, maybe your spark feels dim, smothered under the ashes of a culture striving to sort itself out. Maybe you’ve been running on obligation and caffeine for too long. Maybe you’ve mistaken silence for failure.
But silence isn’t failure. It’s space.
The ember still glows. You don’t have to force yourself to be inspired. You just have to listen, not to the noise of the world, but to the small, steady voice inside that says, Create anyway.
Take a deep breath. Feel your pulse. You’re still here. And that means there’s still time.
Let’s work together and reclaim our creative joy.

You’ll see these prompts at the end of each chapter. You don’t have to answer right away. Let them rest warmly next to that spark for a bit.
Your spark is ready to brighten the way forward, to warm the world again. It only needs air and fuel to become a transforming flame.
Together, let’s learn not just how to find joy, but how to tend the flame until it burns bright enough to change the world.
Burnout isn't just being tired; it’s a depletion of the soul. You’ve spent time looking at the noise and the artistic inheritance that might have silenced you. But naming the void is the only way to stop it from growing. Now that we’ve identified what is missing, we need to talk about why the struggle to get it back is the most important work you will ever do.

  Chapter two
The Work of Joy: Why Creation Still Matters


The world is heavy. 
Everywhere you look, someone is hurting. The headlines are loud. The pace is relentless. The systems we were told to trust feel fragile, and the future often looks like a blur of uncertainty.
For creatives, this weight can feel unbearable. What’s the point of writing a story, painting a canvas, composing a song, when the world is on fire?
It’s a fair question. But it starts from the wrong assumption: that art is something extra, something only for peaceful times.
The truth is that creation has always mattered most in chaos.
When the world unravels, creators become weavers of meaning. We hold the frayed threads and say, “There is still beauty here. There is still light.”
The Pulse of Purpose
Joyful creation isn’t denial; it’s resistance.
It says, “You can’t have my wonder.”
It says, “Even now, I will make something new.”
The act of creating, whether that is writing, sculpting, stitching words or color or sound into form, pushes back against despair. It reminds us that the human spirit is still capable of growth, imagination, and tenderness.
That’s why creation matters: because it proves that even when everything feels broken, something in us still longs to build.
When you sit down to write or draw, you’re not escaping reality; you’re engaging with it. You’re reshaping it, infusing it with meaning. The Lie of Smallness
Many of us grew up, like my mother and myself, being told that only certain kinds of art “matter.”
Believing that fame equals value.
That a bestseller or gallery show or viral moment is proof of purpose.
But the truth is gentler, smaller, and far more powerful.
The sketch you draw on your lunch break matters.
The story you never publish matters.
The song you hum to your child matters.
Because the work of joy isn’t measured in reach; it’s measured in restoration.
When you create something that brings you peace, you become a node of healing in a weary world. And that healing ripples outward to your home, your family, your readers, your friends. It’s invisible but undeniable.
The idea that your joy is “too small to count” is one of the cruelest lies the modern world tells.
If everyone waited to be important before creating, the world would collapse into silence.
The Art of Witness
Creation matters because it bears witness.
Art says: I was here. I saw this. I felt this.
It records what it means to be alive, not just in facts, but in feeling.
I was never a good student of history. I tried, but if you’ve spent any time with me you know that names and dates don’t stick in my head. But in college, I had a professor who taught from some of the most difficult textbooks I’ve ever encountered, written by Arnold Hauser and I loved every lesson.
He combined art, literature, music, food, clothing, architecture… all of the things that make life joyous… with the events that happened in each time period. We cooked and ate the food from each time period while listening to music or staring at pictures of that culture’s most treasured architecture.
His stories of history weren’t dry facts. They were times filled with people striving to create a better world through art. And history came alive for me.
Without art, history is a list of dates. With art, it’s the sound of footsteps, the taste of rain, the tremor of fear before courage rises.
That’s what you do when you create: you hold a fragment of your time and say, this, too, is part of the story.
Even your most unassuming work is a record of hope.
And the more people choose to create, even in the smallest ways, the more those threads of time begin to weave together into something the world desperately needs: evidence that joy endures.
The Burden of Despair
If joy is a spark, despair is the damp that tries to snuff it out.
And lately, despair is everywhere. It hides in productivity culture, in comparison, in the endless scrolling that leaves us hollow. It tells us we’re not doing enough, not earning enough, that we ourselves are not enough.
But despair has a weakness: it can’t coexist with wonder.
The moment you stop to notice beauty; you’ve already begun to heal.
The moment you laugh, paint, hum, or pray, despair loses its grip.
Joy isn’t a reward for getting life right; it’s the practice of remembering what’s good in life.
And the more intentionally we practice it, the more room we make for others to breathe again, to reach for Heaven, or to imagine a brighter future.
Reclaiming the Sacred Work
When I was young, I thought “real work” meant measurable results: paychecks, reports, numbers on a page. My first steps towards being an artist led only to starvation. I remember one dark Christmas Eve spent burning my writing to keep warm. I decided to get a “real” job, any job, that would pay the electric bill and put food on the table.
The irony? Even when I tried to pursue “safe” jobs, I often ended up working for companies that couldn’t make payroll.
Over the years, I’ve watched how stories, songs, and sketches have changed people in ways that can’t be charted.
I’ve seen a single poem lift someone out of grief.
I’ve seen a painting stop a stranger mid-step because they felt seen for the first time.
I’ve seen laughter ripple through a classroom until everyone walked out a little lighter.
That’s not a hobby. That’s holy work.
When we create, we participate in something divine, a spark that existed before us and will keep burning long after we’re gone. Whether you believe that spark comes from God, the universe, or the deep well of human consciousness, it’s the same impulse: to bring forth light from the void. To imitate our creator by creating.
That is sacred. And it’s available to you every single day.
Tending the Flame
So how do we keep creating in a world that keeps trying to extinguish us?
Start small.
Feed your senses.
Take in the world the way a gardener studies her plants. Notice what needs pruning, what needs light, what might bloom if given half a chance.
Create not because the world demands it, but because your soul does.
Remember: it doesn’t have to be profound. It only needs to be your truth, or the truth you want to fuel.
And when you share that work, even if it’s just with one person, you fan the flame for someone else.
Every act of creation, however humble, is an act of faith that tomorrow is still worth shaping.

Creativity in chaos isn't a luxury; it’s hope. You’ve looked at your definition of success and felt the weight of "fame vs. value" start to shift. Art bears witness to our humanity, even when the world feels like it is on fire.
To bear that witness, however, we need a place to stand. It’s time to move from the abstract "why" into the physical "where". We’re building a sanctuary in a world that won’t stop screaming for your attention.
